AUTC Committee Meeting 

19 July 2006

Meeting commenced 8:30 pm. 

1. Present: Matt Gray, Belinda Gibson, Ceri Synnot, Felix Barbalet, Latchman Singh, Darren Jones, Laura Teakle, Chris Lai.  Apologies: Inke Jones, Jeff Dutschke, Brendan Hennessy.

2. Minutes from previous meeting 7/6/06 accepted.  Nominated by Chris, seconded by Latchman. 

3. Business Arising from previous meeting 

3.3.5.6 Trophies – it was suggested that perhaps Chris makes a note of any investigations she has made into this and provide details to be followed up by next committee.  

Action: Chris.  

3.3.6.5 Sponsorship – mostly finalised, simply waiting for cheque from British and their logo to put on our web page. 

3.3.6.2 Succession Planning – executive members who have not provided a brief outline of the duties to Belinda to do so ASAP. 

3.6.1 Savings Account – DJ to look into this a little more.  It was agreed that security and accessibility were of higher importance than interest rates.  

Action: DJ. 

3.6.3 Uniforms – have arrived.  Matt requested that he was allowed to buy a few bags to keep the shirts in according to style, sex, etc. for ease of taking out to games and training to be distributed to players.  Committee agreed that this was fine.   

Action: Matt. 

4. Treasurer’s Report 

Inke and DJ will provide a list of “who owes what” when they return from holidays.  

DJ reported that there had been some confusion from players in regard to the deposit when nominating for teams.  It was the intention of the committee that this deposit was non-refundable, but we had perhaps not been completely clear about that, and that for next season no person would be placed in a team until they had paid the deposit, and that this deposit would not be refunded if they then decided not to play.  

Action: Treasurer.  

 5. Social Co-ordinator’s Report

Ceri is making plans for the End of Season function.  It will be held upstairs at the British, with first choice of date set for Friday 15th Sept 2006.**  Cocktail food and a drinks special will be arranged, with the price set according to which food platters Ceri and helpers decide upon.  

Action: Ceri to finalise date and price and to advertise event. 

** following this meeting, the first suggested date was not available and the committee agreed on Friday 8th September.  

6. Submitted Agenda Items

6.1 AGM – date for the 2006 Annual General Meeting was set for Wednesday 23 August after a short training session, and will be held in the Union Building.  It was agreed that the position of social co-ordinator should be offered as a two-person role for the next committee.   

Action:  Belinda to book room in Union Building and advertise event, calling for new committee members.  

6.2 Quiz Night and Club Sponsorship – Russell and DY have given a number of vouchers from their computer business to be given out as prizes on the night.  They asked that in return they receive some advertising of their business through the club.  The committee agreed that we would give some advertising of the business in direct relation to the quiz night (ie. we could put their logo on the quiz night flyers etc) but that any further advertising from AUTC would warrant them providing club sponsorship, and not just sponsorship of the quiz night.  The committee thought a cash donation of ~$500 might be appropriate for such levels of sponsorship.  

Action: Chris and Ceri to keep liasing with Russell and DY over this matter.  

Felix also raised the issue of AUTC players donating prizes for the quiz night.  It was agreed that if people had contacts with businesses etc who could make donations, that would be perfect, but that it should come at no financial outlay to the individual member.  

Action:  email to Announce requesting people who can rummage up some sponsorship support to do so.  

6.4 Affiliates’ Day – Touch SA will be holding a free information day on Sunday 27th August for all affiliates.  The one-day session would cover competition management, grants and funding, managing sporting pulse, etc.  The committee agreed that since this date was just after the AGM, it would be a good opportunity for any interested new committee members to attend to broaden their skills.  

Action: Belinda to advertise on announce, calling for prospective new or continuing committee members to consider attending.  

7. Any Other Business

7.1 EOS Prizes – prizes to be awarded this year were discussed, with preference given to most promising male/female (first year), male/female continuing excellence (any year), best club person-type prizes, and life membership awards.  Team awards may included most valued and most improved (single sex teams) and best male/female, best team player (mixed teams.)  Laura will compile a list of criteria for awards from previous years and forward to committee, with final decision on the particular awards to be made.  It will mostly be the role of the coaches to decide upon the recipients.  

Action: Laura to compile list.  Coaches to think about possible prize winners.

7.2 Newsletter – DJ plans to start up an AUTC newsletter via announce.

7.3 Video – with the EOS function not that far away it was agreed that it was time to start filming games for EOS highlights.  

Action: volunteers to film games on Monday and Thursday nights.  Everyone else – smile when you get the ball!
